Batteries are accepted but must be kept separate!
Household Trash: Non-recyclable Glass and Plastics, Rinsed Pesticide Containers,
Buckets, Light Bulbs, Cookware, Mirrors, Ceramics, Toys, and Misc. Junk.

Items that will NOT be accepted include liquids, paint, garbage, yard waste,
building materials, tires, and hazardous materials. NO Mattresses, NO Chemical
Shuttle Totes

Recycle the following items in the green recycling container: Newspapers,
Magazines, Corrugated Cardboard, Glass Jars, #1 & #2 Plastic Bottles, and Steel &

Aluminum Cans.
